Ma Subramanian told 
reporters on Monday that 
while fresh infections 
have presently seen a dip, 
there is scope for some 
increase after ‘Pongal’ 
holidays. While 1,40,268 
samples were tested in 
Tamil Nadu on Monday, 
the minister said such 
levels of testing every day 
(approximately 1.50 lakh 

samples) is the highest in 
the country.
Re l a t i ve ly, though
